D.  Regular Season Play:  Teams are expected to wrestle one home/away dual schedule decided by the coaches.  Realizing that matches will more than likely be wrestled throughout the season at various opens and tournaments, seeding at the regional tournament will be determined by head-to-head competition, common opponents, returning All-American Status, returning qualifier, winning percentage.   

E. Regional Tournament:  The Southern Plains Wrestling National Qualifier is on a rotation between the teams in Region 2 / Region 6.  Currently – Neosho, Barton, Cowley, Cloud, Pratt, Northwest Kansas Tech, Labette, Northeastern Oklahoma A&M, Colby, Carl Albert.  Neosho will be the host site for the 2023 season and the tournament date is set for February 11th, 2023.  Each institution will have the option to host the regional tournament during their respective year or decline and fall to the bottom of the rotation.  Regional qualifiers will wrestle out the individual tournament to placement rounds of 1st – 8th.  Seventy percent of all regional qualifiers will be eligible to qualify for the national tournament.   If seventy percent is a fraction, the number will be rounded down as not to exceed the specified amount.  All NCAA/NJCAA rules and regulation requirements will be followed for tournament protocol.
